Charter

of
Dove Area Gas Group
(DAGG)
Purpose:
To organize the owners of real property in the area of interest in order to improve the negotiating strength of the group in dealings with the oil and gas companies interested in mineral rights.

What:
To pursue an agreement with the oil and gas producers which addresses the three following fundamental elements to the benefit of DAGG:
1. Preserve and protect the DAGG participants with an emphasis on minimizing the disruption and impact to the area caused by exploration, drilling, maintenance and future operations of a gas field.
2. Maximize the financial gain to the mineral owners of:

a. royalties

b. bonus

c. development of a lease agreement for recommendation to DAGG participants
3. Encourage near term commencement of production

When:
To efficiently organize, negotiate and develop the purpose of this charter and bring it to closure as soon as practical. 

Where:
The boundaries of the area of interest, although open to adjustment, are as follows:

1. Southern Boundary - East to West Dove Road

2. Northern Boundary - Lake Grapevine

3. Eastern Boundary - Kimball
4. Western Boundary – White Chapel
The above includes logical extensions on either side of the boundaries.  Possible extended area may include cooperation with other groups which have been or will be organized.

Participation is voluntary on behalf of all.  Each participant:
1. Is responsible for evaluating and making up his/her mind about any and all recommendations of the group.
2. Retains the right to opt out at anytime for any reason or for no reason. 
3. Agrees to consider the interest of the group as a means to maximize individual interest.  If a participant can not do this, he/she agrees to opt out and notify the group of the decision to opt out.
